‘The main  development from
now on will’ be In the way of lande
seape offect; of hullding for beauty
on n course ns_well as the right test
for golf, ;

. Gronnd Needed.

“To jny nout the tight sort of golf
course,”. says Donald, *“at lenst 120
ucrog are needed,; There are 18-hole
courses that have gotten hy with 90
or oven . loss,” but .this. s crowding
things entirelyrtoo far. ‘Jtils far.bet~
ter ‘to control enough ol to give
‘plenty -of room, and uhless one enn
get something over 100 acres it s
much better to lay out but nine holes
and develop these {n the proper way.
Qood goif holes' are not matters of
ninthemyutivs, as s0 many people
think. Proper trapping roquives the
most careful sort of stindy nndaprop-
er distances are hot to be guessod
at.  Twenty. yards may make the
difference between a very fino hole
and @ very poor one. In.layving out
holes there nrdut least four fmpor-
tant types: First, the short ‘or one-
shot holds: second, the drive and
mteh; thied, the drive and the fult
fron or bynsyde, nnd- fourth, -the
three shotters of the drive, brassle
und piteh variety. There is no way
to lay down any set standard for any
of these  holes.  But it s well
cnough to Hgure on the nverage that
any’. short hole requirlng only o
mashile or an {ron should have na
small green and one thoroughly sur-
rounded by trapa or plts, The same
shonld he true of -the drive and
plteh hole, of which there are vast
numbers qf poor ones and very fow
good. oncx, IFop this type of hole a
big premitum should he put upon a
proper placing of tlie drive Lo open
up a way to the green—and the
green should be amall  and- well
guarded. Ono of the flnest types in
aolf i the hole iequiving a drive
ane a fult iron or A wooden shot for
the sccond-——runging In distance be-
‘tween 410 and 450 yards. The full
[fron xhot to a well trapped green I8
the hardest test In the game, the one
shot above ult others where the pro.
fesslonnl excels the amateur, This
type of hole should be xe trapped
that 1 well placed drive will give o
much slmpler nnd safer shot, where
n tee shot aoff the proper line will
calt-for an exceedingly diflicult shot
for the green. .

‘T'he call has . now xune
out for courses thut require and de-
velop skill, The ol! wide bpen af-
fuirg were very paor schaols for golf.
There was no tralning for control or
for any varisty of ghotx. Toduy, aver
tha bust -courses, tha golfer who
haxn’t good. control over hLis wood
and fron equipmont izn't very lkely
to scora through -lucky bhreanks, or
through topped shots that were once
about s useful as the well hit .
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There In now.” he continned: “ni
fur greuter pride even wmong the|
poorer players: fn getting n par in:
tie right way., And those who hove
followed golf have bhegun to reanllze
thut g good golf gutne can. only he
developed on a gowl course.” .
