Shennecossett's first four holes were built in 1898, but 

Donald Ross later got his hands on the place and it 

remains the only public course in the state that he 

"designed." In 1997, the Town of Groton, which owns the 

course, built three new holes overlooking the Thames 

River and Long Island Sound, turning a perennially solid 

muni into one of the deals of the century.
